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Tutoring
You may have heard in the press that schools have been given some funding to
support children as they return to school. This money is called ‘Catch Up Funding’.
However, we don't like the term ‘catch up’ at Somerford. We don't see your child’s
learning as a competition or a race with their peers. We are committed to all children
achieving their full potential.

We are using the funding initially to run tutoring sessions in school and on line. These
sessions are with a qualified teacher and will focus on either reading, writing or maths.
They will be run as 1:1 sessions or with a maximum of 1:3.

If your child is going to receive tutoring sessions this half ferm you will have been
informed by your child’s class teacher.

These tutoring sessions will be regularly evaluated and additional children will be
selected as the year progresses.
