Please make any payments on Arbor either in instalments of any size or as a lump sum 

before Tuesday 30th June 2026. The Priory, Christchurch, have kindly offered to pay for the 

coach to Leeson House which, I am sure you will agree, is a fantastically kind offer. Sadly, 

the trip will not be able to go ahead and a decision to cancel the trip will be made by the 

10th April unless everyone has paid the voluntary contribution as the school cannot afford 

to subsidise trips.
